For Spring 2022 we are offering a 14-week course with a selection of 4 different subjects specifically developed to help learners of Japanese improve areas of
their Japanese ability. Students may take as many, or as few, courses as they wish, and for each course they take they will participate in one 90 minute lesson on
Zoom with our highly experienced teachers.

To provide equal opportunity to students living in different time zones, each subject will have the same class content taught twice per week, A class and B class,
students may choose the timeslot most convenient for themselves.

INTERMEDIATE CLASSES ror students of JLPT N3 Japanese level or above

PRESENTATION THURSDAY A:13:00~14:30 B:16:00~17:30

In this class you will learn the skills to properly express yourself in Japanese. The goal of this course is to help you acquire the
ability to give presentations in Japanese while learning about Japanese culture and society, starting with familiar topics such as
self-introductions and current events.

JAPANESE |N MOV'ES FRIDAY _A:13:00~14:30 B:16:00~17:30

Using the Japanese film "Spirited Away" as a teaching material, students will learn about Japanese expressions and the traditional
Japanese culture that forms the basis of the film, with a focus on practicing listening comprehension.

ADVANCED CLASSES for students of JLPT N2 Japanese level or above

BUSINESS JAPANESE TUESDAY A:13:00~14:30 B:16:00~17:30

The goal of this course is to improve your Japanese proficiency to the level required for a Japanese workplace. We will teach and
apply the use of correct honorifics in proper communication methods, writing business emails, and the basic manners expected of
those in Japanese society.
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OHSAKA D ALECT WEDNESDAY A:13:00~14:30 B:16:00~17:30

This course will teach the Osaka dialect, one of the most prominent dialects in Japan, focusing on the grammar, vocabulary, and
accent that differ from standard Japanese. The goal is for students to be able to listen to and understand conversations in the

Osaka dialect.

Personal Tutoring

On top of regular class time, each student will have a 16 minute personal tutoring session every 2 weeks (for each subject that they take) with
one of our Japanese teachers. Here they can focus on the weaker areas of their Japanese skills, and improve their performance in class.
E-buddies & J-Kaiwa (Japanese conversation practice) [Participation optional]
Each student will be paired with an E-buddy, an OGU student in Japan for support, cultural exchange and natural, casual Japanese language
practice. This is a wonderful opportunity to make friends in Japan while still studying online. Each Saturday from 16:00 to 17:00 we will hold J-
Kaiwa using Zoom. Students will have the chance to talk to many E-buddies and practice Japanese with a variety of speakers at a natural pace.
Virtual Culture Session [Participation optional]
Once a month there will be a Virtual Culture Session event organized by our E-buddies about a specific topic related to Japan. Students all
classes are welcome to attend, and the language of instruction will be in simple Japanese.
